SERVICES
SUMMARY: The Colorado Springs Police Department (CSPD) seeks approval to accept funds
in the amount of $192,220 from the Colorado Division of Criminal Justice, Edward Byrne
Memorial Justice Assistance Recovery Grant (JAG ARRA) to fund an Information Technology
Project Manager position.

PREVIOUS COUNCIL ACTION: On June 23" 2009 City Council approved $1,957,784 for the
FY09 Recovery Act EBM JAG Program Local Solicitation.

BACKGROUND: The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program (JAG) allows
states and units of local governments to support a broad range of activities with grant funds to
include state and local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, supplies, and
contractual support. The program covers requests in various purpose areas including law
enforcement.

These recovery funds come to us as a one-time source to assist the economic stimulus of our
community. The stated purposes of the Recovery Act are: to preserve and create jobs and
promote economic recovery; to assist those most impacted by the recession; to provide
investments needed to increase economic efficiency by spurring technological advances in
science and health; to invest in transportation, environmental protection, and other infrastructure
that will provide long-term economic benefits; and to stabilize state and local government
budgets, in order to minimize and avoid reductions in essential services and counterproductive
state and local tax increases. The Recovery Act places great emphasis on accountability and
transparency in the use of taxpayer dollars.

The CSPD position funded with this award will provide necessary oversight and administration
of high-impact police technology in the Colorado Springs Police Department. By leveraging
technologies such as a modern records management system, field reporting system, e-citation,
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and analytical tools, CSPD could dramatically increase efficiency and its ability to analyze and
share information.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: These are federal pass-through funds from the Department of
Justice and, therefore, do not have TABOR impact. No match is required. This request funds a
Recovery Act position, but there is no obligation to continue funding for the position once the
grant period ends so there are no ongoing or maintenance costs associated with accepting this
grant.

Per Ordinance 08-213 (2009 Appropriation Ordinance), $22,000,000 was appropriated in
anticipated grants to be awarded in 2009. With approval of this Resolution, the Financial
Services Division will move $192,220 from the $22,000,000 approved budget to this grant.
