SERVICES

SUMMARY: The Colorado Springs Police Department (CSPD) seeks approval to accept funds
in the amount of $84,155 from the Division of Criminal Justice, Edward Byrne Memorial Justice
Assistance Grant Program to fund crime analysis technology.

PREVIOUS COUNCIL ACTION: The funds are federal pass-through grant dollars from the
Department of Justice administered by the Colorado Division of Criminal Justice. This is the
second time CSPD has been awarded funds from this competitive program; in 2007 City Council
accepted an award totaling $86,204 from this grant source.

BACKGROUND: The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program (JAG) allows
states and units of local governments to support a broad range of activities with grant funds to
include state and local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, supplies, and
contractual support. The program covers requests in various purpose areas including law
enforcement.

This technology will significantly change the way the CSPD uses information and crime analysis
to support investigative efforts. It will provide the capability to access, store, visualize and
analyze data to enhance investigations by uncovering connections, associations, trends, and
patterns hidden within data. Analysis functions are specifically designed to bring clarity to
complex scenarios and allow analysts to mine data to discover, interpret and display information
regarding outwardly unrelated persons, places, and events.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: These are federal pass-through funds from the Department of
Justice and, therefore, do not have TABOR impact.
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As with most technology, this software requires ongoing maintenance costs, which is a
requirement of the vendor for each license. The annual amount of $13,994 was requested in the
costs of the grant for the first year so this expense will not occur until 2010.

Per Ordinance 08-213 (2009 Appropriation Ordinance), $22,000,000 was appropriated in
anticipated grants to be awarded in 2009. With approval of this Resolution, the Financial
Services Division will move $84,155 from the $22,000,000 approved budget to this grant.

D. Must have specific measurements of effects/impacts such as, but not limited to, officer safety, increased efficiency,
increased arrests, and/or case closures.

E. Must fit into the long term development and improvement of information management and exchange statewide.

F. Agencies that have received or are receiving federal funds to develop or maintain a criminal intelligence information system
must maintain compliance with 28 CFR, Part 23, Criminal Intelligence System Operating Policies. The Rocky Mountain
Information Network can provide technical assistance. The Division of Criminal Justice will monitor projects on a regular
basis for compliance.

G. Subgrantee agrees to use the Global Justice Data Model (Global JXDM), also referred to as the Global Justice XML Data
Model, specifications and guidelines for this information systems project. Subgrantees shall publish and make available
without restriction all schemas (extensions, constraint and proxy) generated as a result of this grant to the component
registry as specified in the guidelines.
